FIFRES aND DRUMS

In Anniviers, the Fifre and Drum societies
bring life to various events such as the Na-
tional Day, Corpus Christi celebrations, and
the spring work in the bourgeois vineyards.
The first society was founded in Saint-Luc in
1933.

DESaLPE

The Hérens cow is also the star of one of
the Val d’Anniviers’ Rey events: the Désalpe.
In September, the cows return to the vil-
lages after spending three months in the
alpine pastures. During the Désalpe, owners
proudly parade their specially decorated
Cows.

REMUAGE

Primarily dependent on agriculture and li-
vestock, the Anniviards lived in rhythm
with the seasons. Villagers moved between
Sierre, the villages of Anniviers, the mid-alti-
tude pastures, and the alpine meadows. The

GLACIER WINE

Glacier wine is a 100% Anniviers pro-
duct, rooted in an ancestral tradition.
Each year, young wine made from Reze, a
native Valais grape variety, is added to old
larch barrels that are never fully emptied.
The oldest wine dates back to 1886.

LOCAL PRODUCTS

In the Val d’Anniviers, traditional dishes are
plentiful: Fondue Anniviarde (spiced mari-
nated meat), game dishes, brisolée (roasted
chestnuts), rye bread, delicious air-dried
cured meats, and, of course, raclette.

Discover the exceptional built he-
ritage of the Val d’Anniviers, a li-
ving testament to our history.
